· In case you arrive outside these hours, please report to your overall commander, he knows what to do!
4. Registration

The NAN code of conduct at events (safety etc.) applies to this event and is to be observed by the participants (http://www.nanweb.org/documenten.html). 

At the Registration the following matters will be taken care of:

· Registration individual participants
· The allocation of your bivouac location.

· Distribution of maps of the fortress with event locations.

5. Visitors / Public 

All matters concerning the public, access to the event, ticket control, are the responsibility of the Foundation Fortress Bourtange. In cases of safety or emergency you are allowed to step up to the public directly and direct them to safer locations.

6. Licenses

Napoleonic Association of the Netherlands will take care of the permits concerning entering, transporting and use of arms for Dutch and non-Dutch participants ex article 4 Law on arms and ammunition (WWM).

Please observe the following:  

1. Have with you all official documents concerning your arms.

2. Have with you the invitation of the NAN for this event.

3. Have a duplicate of the exemption of the Dutch Ministry of Justice ex art. 4.WWM.
4. Have a duplicate of the permit for the event.

7. Official Re-enactment hours:

· Saturday
07.00 am to  18.00 pm

· Sunday   07.00 am to 17.30 pm

During these hours military discipline has to be observed. The commanders are responsible for the conduct of their units (authenticity and safety). Outside these hours board-members of your society are responsible for the conduct of its members. 
8. Parking of participants:

· A parking place is available for the participants at the entrance of the fortress (coming form the Dutch-German border). Exact location will be mentioned during registration.
· Saturday-morning all cars, lorries, carts etc. have to be outside the fortress and the campsites by 09.00hrs am 

· Sunday-afternoon, after the battle, it is allowed to break up the bivouac from 16.00hrs onward. Cars are allowed in the fortress and campsites from 17.00hrs .

9. Bivouac locations:

Will be hand out at the registration. In case of lack of space, a new location can be allocated by one of the Quartermasters NAN. 

10. Cooking fires:

Cooking fires will be established in front of the officers or NCO’s tent. Please use the fire-pit technique. Before digging the pit (at least 20 cm deep), please carefully remove the sods of grass, so they can easily be put back after the event. Please have always a bucket of water next to each fire!

11.  Black powder, wood, straw, waste

· Blackpowder: Distribution will take place on Saturday morning at NAN HQ from 09.00am to 09.45am.
· Wood: Available at multiple locations
· Straw: Available at multiple locations
· Straw conditions: 1 bale per tent.

· Straw conditions: Unless you have the use of a groundsheet to cover the ground, it is not permitted to use loose straw. This to prevent unnecessary waste and mess and leaving the cleaning to others.

· Straw conditions: In case you use a strawbag as mattress, then the use of a groundsheet is not necessary. It is permitted to use a small quantity of straw to cover up gaps and open spaces.

· Straw conditions: Cleaning up at Sunday. Use the groundsheet or your strawbag. Depose your straw in the available Big Bags at the distribution points for straw. 

· Straw conditions: Filled Big Bags are to be brought back to the distribution-location.
Rakes are available at the distribution points for straw.

· Waste: Waste is to be brought to the waste-containers. 

12. Civilians and merchants

· Civilians and merchants can build their tents/stalls at the frontspace of the ’s Lands Huys building (see map). It is the intention that there will be a market. 
13. Departure

· Before your departure please contact the NAN-quartermaster and let him check your bivouac-site. We kindly request you follow his directions in regard with cleaning up and leaving. After the approval of the quartermaster you may leave the event.
· With the approval of the quartermaster you will receive from him a payment application form that is signed by a NAN representative. The filled in form is to be handed over together with your unit-list to the controlling quartermaster. He then will pay the reimbursement to you.
· If there is no signed application form given to the controlling quartermaster, it is not possible for us to hand you your allowance for the event. 
Program  
This script is intended to give an insight to all parties of the weekend events. The associations are invited to fill in the empty hours between battle with living history and authentic behaviour. E.g: soldier’s school, patrols, drills, passport checks at bridges etc.

Firing hours within the permit are:

· Within the fortress the paper cartridges will have to be picked up after the shooting!

· Due to experiences with earlier events, we urge you to inspect for lost powder cartridges after you or your unit has fired. (we suggest followers or NCO’s). Children and grown ups in the public roam the battle locations in search of cartridges. To avoid them finding loaded cartridges please keep a look-out for lost cartridges.
Thursday April 29th  2010
· Arrival is possible.

· You will be allocated a location for your bivouac.
· Arrival of the Quartermasters NAN from 18.00 onward. Please do not pitch up tents before you have been assigned to a site by NAN quartermaster.
· Please report to the lodge behind  “Corps du Garde” 

· Deputy-Quartermasters will line out the bivouacs, roadsigns etc.
Friday April 30th  2010  
· Arrival of participating associations as from 09.00. Registration at NAN HQ (behind Corps du Garde). All units need to report at NAN HQ!

Saturday May 1th  2010 

· 07.00 reveille 
· 09.00- 09.45 Powder distribution at NAN HQ from 09.00am to 09.45am.

· 10.30 – 12.30pm civilian and military life.
· 09.30-10.30 Commanders meeting. Assemble at NAN HQ.

· 14.00  start battle
· After the battle short parade through village. 
· During hours between the battles the units have the opportunity to show camp life, drill etc. and provide members wit the opportunity to participate in the civilian program.

· 18:00pm end of re-enactment period, 
Sunday May 2nd 2010
· 07.00 reveille 
· 09.30-10.30 Commanders meeting. Assemble at NAN HQ.

· 14.00 Start battle
· During hours between the battles the units have the opportunity to show camp life, drill etc. and provide members wit the opportunity to participate in the civilian program.

· 17.00  official end of the event.
